1. Please use Arial 11pt, single spaced, one line before and after paragraphs
2. Describe your talk in 750 – 1000 words. 
3. Please title your article. Title format: sentence case. 
4. Please make sure that you explain the context of your talk in your paper.
5. Please make sure that your paper is easily understood by someone who was not at your talk.
6. Please explain any/every context-specific terminology.
7. Please do not include copyrighted material. 
8. For the reference section, APA format is the standard. 
9. You can include a maximum of two tables and graphs.

Please send in a high resolution, professional picture of you along with a 40-word biography as a separate attachment. Bios which exceed 40 words will be trimmed by the editor.
